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Poster presenters are encouraged to participate in the poster session, allowing co-authors to conduct
extended informal discussions and participate actively. Attendees will be able to view posters
throughout the week, even when the authors are not present.

e Posters may be set up starting Monday, March 11th after 12:00 pm or any time prior to the Poster
Session, which begins on Tuesday, March 12" at 6:00 pm. Posters will remain displayed throughout
the week and will need to be taken down by the end of the session on Thursday, March 14™.

e Poster presenters are strongly encouraged to be present for the scheduled formal poster session,
from 6:00pm to 8:00pm on Tuesday, March 12,

e Resources for displaying posters will be provided upon arrival at the venue. Maximum poster size is
48 inches wide and 36 inches high.

e Poster presenters may not use audio-visual equipment but are welcome to bring along handouts
associated with their presentation.
